Questions concerning the Tara Winds 2008 Italy Tour 

 
Who is making the travel arrangements for this tour? 
Travel Gallery, Inc. is our travel agency for this tour.  Charlie Brodie, a member of 
Tara Winds, organizes International group tours for Travel Gallery and will be 
coordinating the air and land components of this trip.  He can be reached  by 
email at: charliebr@mindspring.com. 

What is the cost of this tour? 
The total cost is $ 3017.00, which includes roundtrip airfare Atlanta-Rome, hotel 
accommodations (two per room), meals and guided tours as shown on the 
itinerary.  If you are making your own air arrangements and only require the land 
portion of the program your cost would be $ 1867.00 

I have been to Rome before.  Are there any other touring options? 
The itinerary shows the basic planned touring for those who have never visited 
Rome; however, we can organize other tours for Rome veterans.  Indicate your 
interest in this area on your Enrollment Form and we will devise a plan. 

How do I sign up for this tour? 
Read the Terms and Conditions, print out the Enrollment and Deposit Form, 
check the applicable items, sign the forms, enclose your deposit (check or credit 
card) and return the form to Charlie Brodie, 233 Harris Rd, Jackson, GA  30233.  

Is this only open to Tara Winds members? 
Tara Winds is the sponsor of this tour, but non-member instrumentalists wishing 
to join us for this tour are welcomed.  Instrumentation considerations will be a 
factor, as will the availability of space.  If you are interested, complete and submit 
the Enrollment and Deposit form.  We will then contact you to confirm your 
participation. 
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Is this open only to performing instrumentalists? 
Although the primary purpose of this trip is to perform jointly with our Italian 
musician friends, interested individuals who are not performers are welcomed to 
accompany us. 

What is the payment schedule? 
The details concerning payments and cancellations are included in the Terms 
and Conditions page. 

What are the details about Passports? 
In order to participate your passport must be valid through November 18th, 2008.  
If you already have a valid passport please include a copy with your Enrollment 
and Deposit Form.  If you need to renew your passport or apply for a new 
passport please start the process immediately, this can take months to complete.
